Tax Deductions for Professional Meetings: How to Get the Most Bang for
Your Buck Here in Vancouver

Which tax deductions can you take for coming to a PNW/ASI meeting? Many
of you are probably deducting every cent you spend coming to one of our
chapter meetings, but did you know that you may actually be able to
deduct more than you spend? (And even legally!) Scott Smiley, our
Treasurer, will present a brief explanation of these tax deductions.

Scott Smiley, currently serving as PNW/ASI Treasurer, has been indexing
since 2000 and is co-coordinator of the Portland Peer Review group. He
uses Cindex and has made several presentations at ASI's national meetings,
including a panel on “Tips for Cindex Users.” He also spoke on two panels
at chapter meetings: "Experts' Reviews of Indexing Techniques" in Eugene
in April 2005 and “Productivity: The Pros Speak Out” in Richland,
Washington in April 2007. He has a Ph.D. in geography and was formerly an
accountant.

Scott will explain how
patterns work, what the various symbols mean, give a couple examples of
useful patterns, and (if time permits) walk through creating patterns for
needs suggested by the group.

Directions

The Water Education Resources Center is located at 4600 SE Columbia Way in
Vancouver, Washington. To get there:

e From Interstate 5—From Interstate 5, take state Highway 14 to Exit 1, bearing
right. Turn east (left) at the Columbia Shores intersection onto SE Columbia Way
and continue to head east about 3 miles. Follow the signs at the turnaround to the
Center.

e From Interstate 205—Take state Highway 14 west to Exit 1 toward the Vancouver
National Historic Reserve. Turn left onto Columbia House Boulevard and follow
Columbia under the railroad tracks to the Columbia Shores intersection. Turn east
(left) at the Columbia Shores intersection onto SE Columbia Way and continue to
head east about 3 miles. Follow the signs at the turnaround to the Center.

Special Note to Anyone Traveling to Vancouver on Friday Afternoon:
Beware of traffic jams! Here’'s how you can avoid the snarls...

This special note is provided by our ad-hoc traffic coordinators, Cher Paul and Maria Sosnowski.

When planning a meeting in Vancouver, we knew we’d have to see to one particular detail for our Oregon
members: getting you into Vancouver on a Friday afternoon. (Non-Oregon members, there’s something for you
here, t00.) I-5 northbound is nasty on Fridays—and can begin to slog as early as noon—and the I-5 bridge is a
bottleneck that can back up for several miles. If you’re on I-5 heading north, even as far south as the Ross Island
Bridge (just south of downtown Portland), you could be lucky to get out of second gear.

Best Alternative

Come into Vancouver early Friday afternoon—by 1:00 would be good. You will very likely miss almost all the
traffic. Check in, have a stroll along the waterfront, and get the road noise out of your ears. Something is planned
for Friday afternoon, just to tempt you over the bridge early!

If you can’t manage that, here are several alternatives from different directions. They are designed to minimize
your exposure to I-5. Look at a map and see which works best for you. And just to be complete, directions from
Washington are included, too.

Be aware that, coming through Portland on a Friday afternoon, you will sit in traffic—period—it’s only a matter of
where and for how long. Depending on when you’re on the road, driving time from Wilsonville to Vancouver could
be two hours. The only question is, do you want to crawl along, stop-and-start on a freeway for more than an
hour? Or do you want to move on surface streets, then sit on an entrance ramp for not as long as that?

One other important note: As of this writing (mid-August), the directions on the Red Lion’s website are outdated.
Those included here are correct.

Directions from the South

Option 1: I-5 to 1-205 to 99E

If traffic is slowing (or if it’s later than, say, 1:30), take 1-205 east. Just after you cross the Willamette, take 99E
north.

99E is McLoughlin to the south, then Grand (northbound) midway thru the city, then MLK from about Broadway
north. When you’re on Grand, stay in the center-right lane. You’ll be on 99E all the way to the I-5 northbound
entrance ramp. Cross Columbia Blvd. and keep going. You’ll see a sign “To 5, Expo Center”, then “5N Seattle, Exit




Only” where you curve to the right. You’re now on the last I-5 entrance ramp before the bridge. Enter and merge
into the right lane to cross the bridge. On Friday afternoon, you may sit 30 minutes on this approach.

Coming off the I-5 bridge in Vancouver: Take Exit #1B, “City Center/Convention Center”—this comes up quickly
after the bridge. The ramp is a big circle; be in the left lane. The 6th Street Exit exits left, and it’s a left turn
more than a ramp. Go about 3 blocks, and turn left onto Columbia. Just past the train bridge, turn right into the
Red Lion.

(If you miss the 6th Street exit-turn, you can turn on the next left and get to Columbia that way.)
Option 2: I-5 to 1-205 to WA-14

This completely avoids I-5 through Portland. Follow I-205 through the eastern part of Portland, past the airport,
and over the 1-205 bridge (also called the Glenn Jackson Bridge). Then take WA-14 west toward Vancouver. Take
the City Center exit, and be in the left lane. 6th Street exits left, and it’s a left turn more than a ramp. Go about
3 blocks, and turn left onto Columbia. Just past the train bridge, turn right into the Red Lion.

(If you miss the 6th Street exit-turn, you can turn on the next left and get to Columbia that way.)

Directions from the West: St. Johns Bridge to Marine Drive

Find the St. Johns Bridge on a map; it crosses the Willamette, connecting Forest Park in NW Portland with the
peninsula that is North Portland. You access the bridge from US-30, also called St. Helens Road. Get yourself there
and cross that bridge into North Portland, specifically St. Johns.

Coming off the St. Johns Bridge: Go straight through the 1st light and into the left turn lane between Dad’s and
the US Bank, then turn left at the second light onto Lombard. Turn right at the light onto St. Louis; follow it as it
curves to the right and becomes Fessenden. Turn left at the light onto Columbia Way (look for the Shell station),
which will become N Portland Rd. At the dead-end, turn right onto Marine Drive, stay in the left lane, and
continue past the Expo Center. Follow the signs for I-5 north. There are two left-turn lanes to access the entrance
ramp; use the lane with the shorter line or fewer big trucks and you’ll move faster. The ramp is metered. On
Friday afternoon, you may sit 30 minutes on this approach.

Coming off the I-5 bridge in Vancouver: Take Exit #1B, “City Center/Convention Center”—this comes up quickly
after the bridge. The ramp is a big circle; be in the left lane. The 6th Street Exit exits left, and it’s a left turn
more than a ramp. Go about 3 blocks, and turn left onto Columbia. Just past the train bridge, turn right into the
Red Lion.

(If you miss the 6th Street exit-turn, you can turn on the next left and get to Columbia that way.)
Directions from the East
Cross into Washington at or before 1-205 to avoid the worst of the traffic. Follow WA-14 west toward Vancouver.

Take the City Center exit, and be in the left lane. 6th Street exits left, and it’s a left turn more than a ramp. Go
about 3 blocks, and turn left onto Columbia. Just past the train bridge, turn right into the Red Lion.

Directions from the North

Take the Mill Plain exit, #1C “City Center”. At the bottom of the ramp, turn right (heading west) onto Mill Plain,
which will become 15th Street. Get into the middle lane; this will become the left lane just before Columbia. Turn
left onto Columbia. Just past the train bridge, turn right into the Red Lion.

Notes:

1. Do not attempt to exit I-5 and cross the Ross Island Bridge (south of downtown Portland). This route is always
backed up, and if you miss a turn, you’ll be lost in a maze of one-way surface streets. Also, the connection to 99E

northbound is not marked and is not intuitive.

2. Likewise, we don’t advise using the Sellwood Bridge (also south of downtown Portland). It’s narrow and will be
backed up, and the route from I-5 to the Sellwood Bridge and on to 99E also is not marked and is not intuitive.




Lodging

The Red Lion at the Quay in Vancouver, located at 100 Columbia Street three miles west of the Water Resources
Education Center, has extended a courtesy rate to the chapter. Rooms at this rate range from $89.95 to $109.95
per night; the price varies by the type of room reserved. Rooms must be reserved by
Friday, September 14, to take advantage of this special rate. To make a reservation, call
the Red Lion directly at (360) 694-8341 and mention the “Pacific Northwest Chapter of ) e
the American Society of Indexers.” Complementary airport shuttle is available. = .

Other Options:

e Motel 6, 221 NE Chkalov Dr. (formerly the Quality Inn), (800) 466-8356 (standard rate $49/night). This is just
off 1-205 at Mill Plain, about 6 miles from the Water Resources Center.

e Homewood Suites by Hilton, 701 SE Columbia Shores Blvd., (360) 750-1100 ($143-$229/night). This is the
closest hotel to our meeting site, located on the river between the Red Lion and the Water Resources Center.

e Heathman Lodge, 7801 NE Greenwood Dr., (360) 254-31000 ($114-$129). This is farther out (about 9 miles
from the Water Resources Center). It is a national-park style lodge.

Indexer Inns

Indexer Inns are local folks with a spare bed or couch to offer. These were created in 1999 to help out-of-towners
reduce travel costs and network with other Pacific Northwest indexers. If you are interested in hosting or staying
in an Indexer Inn, contact Maria Sosnowski at maria@index-plus.com.
